INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT
This Independent Contractor Agreement is entered this ___ day of ________________, 20__ by and between ABC Company (“Company”) and John Doe (“Contractor”).
Recitals
WHEREAS, Company is in the business of providing home inspection services; and
WHEREAS, Company utilizes independent contractors to conduct home inspections; and 
WHEREAS, Contractor is in the business of providing home inspection services; and
WHEREAS, Company and Contractor desire to enter into an agreement whereby Contractor will perform home inspections on behalf of, and under the brand of, Company; and
WHEREAS, Company and Contractor desire to enter a binding contract governing all their rights and responsibilities to one another;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, Company and Contractor hereby contract, covenant, and agree as follows:
Agreement
1. Legal Relationship.		The legal relationship of Company and Contractor shall be as prime contractor and subcontractor, and shall not be as employer and employee.  Neither Company nor Contractor shall hold themselves out to any person, entity, or regulatory agency as being in a relationship other than as prime contractor and subcontractor.  
2. Services.			Contractor agrees to provide home inspections on behalf of Company for such customers of Company as Company may direct.  Contractor’s services shall be performed in a workmanlike manner.  Company shall direct Contractor as to specific inspection services to be performed for any particular customer.
3. Term.				This Agreement is entered and shall be automatically continued on a month-to-month basis; provided, however, that either Company or Contractor may terminate this Agreement sooner upon the material breach of this Agreement by the other party.
4. Compensation.			Contractor shall be entitled to receive a flat fee of $__________ for each home inspection performed by Contractor according to Company’s Basic Inspection service plan.  Contractor shall be entitled to receive a flat fee of $__________ for each home inspection performed by Contractor according to Company’s Silver Inspection service plan.  Contractor shall be entitled to receive a flat fee of $__________ for each home inspection performed by Contractor according to Company’s Gold Inspection service plan.  Contractor shall be entitled to receive a flat fee of $__________ for each home inspection performed by Contractor according to Company’s Platinum Inspection service plan.  In the event Company’s customer—after execution of the original inspection contract between Company and the customer—enters an agreement for Company’s Home Warranty as a result of sales efforts by Contractor, then Contractor shall receive as additional compensation a flat fee of $_______________.
5. Trade Secrets.			All information pertaining to Company’s customers including, without limitation, names, addresses, telephone numbers, email addresses, inspection needs and budget shall be deemed trade secrets and the exclusive property of Company.  Contractor shall not use or disclose such trade secrets either directly or indirectly during the term of this Agreement or at any time thereafter.  Upon termination of this Agreement, Contractor shall return to Company all documents containing any such trade secrets, and shall permanently delete from any electronic device such trade secrets.  Contractor shall certify under penalty of perjury to Company that all such trade secret information has been returned or permanently deleted as provided in this Agreement not later than five (5) business days after the termination of this Agreement.  
6. Non-Exclusivity.			Except as provided below, Contractor shall not be required to provide home inspection services exclusively on behalf of Company.  However, on a month-to-month basis Contractor may agree to provide home inspection services exclusively on behalf of Company for an additional payment of $______ per month payable on the first day of each month for which such services shall be provided on an exclusive basis.
7. Quality Standard.		Company has the right to provide plans and specifications regarding the services to be performed by Contractor; except that Company may provide plans and specifications as to how the work will be performed.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Contractor shall perform home inspection services in a reasonable and workmanlike manner.
8. Termination.			This Agreement may not be terminated by the Company during the contract period except as provided above.  
9. Training.			Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor is and has been a competent and experienced home inspector and has not been provided more than minimal training as a home inspector necessary to carry out Contractor’s duties under the brand of Company.
10. Tools and Equipment.		Contractor represents and warrants that Company does not provide tools such as flashlights, screw drivers, electrical circuit testers or benefits to Contractor; except, however, Contractor may, but is not obligated to, provide Contractor with the following equipment for use in conducting home inspections on behalf of Company:  _____________________________________________________________________________.
11. Time of Performance.		Company shall schedule inspection appointments for Contractor with Company’s customers in accordance with days and hours of availability of Contractor as shall be determined by Company and Contractor at the outset of each month of this Agreement.  Unless stated otherwise, Contractor shall be available for the provision of home inspection services Monday through Friday between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m., except for the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King Day, Washington-Lincoln Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.
12. Trade Name.			Contractor shall have an official trade name or business name.  Payment shall be made to Contractor’s trade name or business name.
13. Independence.			Company and Contractor shall not combine their business operations in any way, but instead shall maintain such operations as separate and distinct.
14. Taxes and Unemployment.	Contractor is not entitled to unemployment insurance benefits unless unemployment compensation coverage is provided by Contractor or some other entity.  Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys paid pursuant to this Agreement.
15. Entire Agreement.		Company and Contractor represent, warrant, and agree that this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties and all prior discussions and agreements are merged into this Agreement.
